e WHO? ESL Programs are for English language learners (ELLs) in Kindergarten to Grade 12 who
have age-appropriate literacy skills in their first language.

e HOW? ESL/ELD teachers and classroom teachers work collaboratively to determine the English
proficiency of ELLs by identifying observable language behaviours described in the oral, reading
and writing continua of the ESL STEP assessment.

e |IMPORTANT: STEP levels are NOT USED to determine report card grades.
